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As this newsletter appears in your mail,
Thanksgiving is fresh in all our minds, so
let me take this opportunity to share with
you some of things for which | am thankful.

1 I'm thankful for family. Lion Neal and |
did not have all our family with us this
year, but we thoroughly enjoyed the
ones who were with us—18 in all for a
great Thanksgiving dinner. Those 18
spanned four generations, including
two great granddaughters.

1 I'm thankful for my local Lions family
and all the opportunities we have to
serve through Lionism. In mid-
November my club (the Overland Park
Host Lions Club) packed and shipped
90 individual boxes to service men and
women serving overseas. This activity
is one of the highlights of the year for
me personally.

1 I'm also thankful for my extended Lions
family at the state, district, and
international level. From November 18-
21 | was privileged to attend the Senior
Lions Leadership Institute (SLL!) in
Albuguerque; this great learning
experience was made possible through
the resources of Lions Club
International.

The Albuquerque Institute provided a good deal of
information, through both the planned curriculum and the
ideas shared by the 100 participants and the nine faculty
members. Here are just a few of the interesting things |
learned.

1 Many districts do not have a second vice-district
governor. Or, if they do, district leaders may have to
exert a good deal of “arm twisting” to get candidates for
that post. In District 17-O we have had a candidate each
year since the new position of 2" VDG was instituted.
This year both candidates—Lions Gary Adkins from
Auburn and Jerry Loney from Topeka Sunflower—
attended the Senior Lions Leadership Institute. District
17-0, with three participants, was the only Kansas district
represented at the SLLI.

1 The Hawaiian Islands comprise a single district. The
office of district governor is rotated among the various
islands. A potential candidate from any given island can
only run every fifth year.

T Sometimes we look at issues in our clubs and think, “Boy,
do we have problems!” As | listened to some of the
problems encountered by other districts, | think our
problems in District 17-O are pretty minimal. On the other
hand, when | heard some of the success stories that were
shared, | think we need to follow the advice we heard in
song at the USA/Canada Forum—"“get a bigger pan.” In
other words, think bigger and bigger accomplishments will
be the result.

One of the most thought-provoking sessions during the

Institute was one that dealt with change. One quote from that
sessionwasthati Pr obabi |l ity of Changd
attractiveness of thevision of the future.

So | leave you with these questions: What is your club’s
vision of the future? Have you established a vision? If so,
does it need to be changed to make it more attractive to
current and potential members? If you haven’t established
that vision, it's never too late to think about it.

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Leavenworth Lions Assist USD #453
in Annual Eye Screening

Every fall, the Leavenworth School District
(USD # 453) performs hearing and vision
screenings for all its pre-K through 4th grade
students. This fall, the Leavenworth Lions
Club volunteered to assist the school nurses
in conducting the vision portion of those
screenings. Eight Lion volunteers were
permitted to assist the school nurses in two of
the four elementary schools on a trial basis.
After only three days in each school, Lion
volunteers screened all 592 students.
Approximately 10 percent of those tested
were identified as having either vision or
depth perception problems. One of the
challenges the school nurses experienced in
past years was the unfamiliarity of many of
the pre-K and K students with the alphabet.
For those younger students, two Lion
volunteers employed the Leavenworth Lions
Club’s own vision testing material, which
uses animals and shapes instead of letters, to
successfully test those students. The whole
experience proved to be a win-win situation
for both the school district and the
Leavenworth Pride. Each day, one or two
Leavenworth Lion volunteers conducted all
the vision screenings, freeing up the school
nurses to continue providing the crisis
management that typically makes up most of
their days. In fact, the Leavenworth Lion
volunteers’ contributions were so well
received that the district asked the local
newspaper to visit the final day’s operation
to take photos and interviews that later ran in
the weekend edition of the Leavenworth
Times.
